Abstract

Heavenly Lord Xin 3 X #& played a very important role in the rise of
Thunder Magic ‘F% in the Song-Yuan dynasties. Besides being the
celestial commander-in-chief E£#$ of the Thunder Magic of Hunyuan
ML 7LIE %, Xin was the interpreter of the‘magic. As one type of the Magic
of Summoning Heavenly Lord Xin &= X & 7 4-i% 47, the main part of the
Thunder Magic of Hunyuan had”complicated textual connections with
another type of the Magic of-Summoning Heavenly Lord Xin and other
sorts of Thunder Magic. Sucii connections reflected a tendency for different
forms of Thunder Magic to borrow from and integrate with each other.
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
