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Abstract

On September 21, 1999, a major earthquake, known as “Taiwan 921
struck central Taiwan. This article presents the post-earthquake
mental rehabilitation work and research by Chang Gung mental health team
with a school-based focus. From 1999 to 2005, the mental rehabilitation work
progressed in four stages: emergency relief, school partnership, screening and
assessment, and counseling and follow-up. It is hoped that our experience and
