After the Mercy had been established, in 1569, the Hospital of the Poor was soon created,
as well as an isolation hospital to assist the lepers, the Hospital of St. Lazarus, with a small church called Our

Lady of the Hope (currently the church of St. Lazarus) attached.

From then on, other social works were established, including institutions for protection of abandoned

children, orphans, widows, “regretful” women, as well as visiting the sick poor in their houses.
