The young son of the head of the Chinese traders’ association, the men
licensed to deal with foreign merchants in the port of Guangzhou, is
suddenly burdened with responsibility for his powerful family upon his
father's sudden death. A latter-day Baoyu, but with far stronger sexual
impulses, the son learns both to tame his own libido to some degree
and to conduct himself prudently in the Guangzhou society of his time.
All of this appears in a comparatively little-known and little-studied
novel called Shenlou zhi E#&75, which is here translated for the first time.

The novel was actually first published in 1804, several decades
before opium became a factor in the China trade. It is not only by
far the earliest novel to deal with that trade, but also one of the
earliest accounts of it. Furthermore, it has been found to be closely
connected to events that occurred in Guangzhou and Huizhou in
the years just before the time of its publication—the arrival of a
new Superintendent of Customs in Guangzhou and the outbreak
of rebellion in Huizhou. This strikingly original work develops the
culture of adolescence that was first described in Honglou meng 4T
1% and also relishes, in its account of the rebellion, the romantic
conventions of Shuihu zhuan 7K5F{E.

Patrick Hanan isVictor S.Thomas Professor of Chinese
Literature, Emeritus, at Harvard University. He is the author of
The Chinese Vernacular Story, and the translator of many works of
Chinese traditional fiction, including The Carnal Prayer Mat and The

Toward the end of the eighteenth century Ji Xiaolan, widely
regarded as the most eminent scholar and foremost wit of his age,
published five collections of anecdotes and discourses centering on
the interaction between the mundane and spirit worlds, but also
including purely earthly life stories and happenings. Some items
represent Ji's own thoughts and experiences, but the majority were
supplied by others, Ji acting only as recorder. Settings range socially
from the milieux of peasants, servants and merchants to those

of governors and ministers, and geographically extend to the far
reaches of the Qing empire. Contents may dwell on comedy or
tragedy, cruelty or kindness, corruption or integrity, erudition or
ignorance, credulity or scepticism; several items borrow ghost stories
to satirize men and manners; some straightforwardly examine
current beliefs and practices. Taken together, this miscellany presents
a picture of the contemporary world unmatched in its scope and
variety of perspectives, and in this way comes nearer to depicting
“real life” than novels or institutional histories.

To impose order on this heterogeneous material, the selected items
are grouped under topical headings. Each of these sections has a
preface which explains general context, and where appropriate
draws cultural comparisons. The introduction to the whole book
appraises Ji Xiaolan's own career and the atmosphere in which he
lived. In order to make its matter further accessible to anyone who
might chance upon this work, scholarly apparatus is reduced to a
minimum and readability made the priority for the translation.

David E. Pollard, now retired, was formerly Professor of
Chinese at University of London and thereafter Professor of
Translation at The Chinese University of Hong Kong. His principal
fields of research and publication have been modern Chinese
literature, classical Chinese prose and translation studies.

A regional theater of the countryside of the Anging area, Huangmei
Opera become popular all over China along with the great success
of the play and the movie Tianxian Pei Xifilifid (Married to a Heavenly
Immortal) in the 1950s.

Through the case of Married to a Heavenly Immortal, Idema illustrates
the complicated process of rewriting and revising the play/movie

in the context of a rapidly changing cultural and ideological climate
during the Communist theater reform movement. As a result, the
traditional theme of filial piety was turned into class struggle and

the pursuit of free love. The book is enriched by a full translation of
a traditional version of the play and a revised one in the 1950s, as
well as selected articles by script-writers, directors, performers, and
critics. These primary sources allow readers to gain access to inside
views of the contemporaries and their political and artistic concerns.

This book contributes substantially to the current scholarship on
traditional Chinese opera, as well as studies on Chinese theater and
operatic movies in the early years of the People’s Republic of China.

Wilt L. Idema is a pioneering scholar and translator of Chinese
literature, especially noncanonical texts of drama, fiction, poetry,

and prose. Since 2000, he has been teaching as Professor of
Chinese Literature in the Department of East Asian Languages and
Civilizations at Harvard University. Idema was the dean of School
of Humanities at Leiden University and the director of the John King
Fairbank Center for Chinese Studies at Harvard.
